Special application procedures for International Business

The number of places available for the International Business programme is limited to 400 (the so-called numerus fixus). In case the number of applicants exceeds the available capacity, a central selection by lottery takes place for 200 places. The remaining 200 will be allocated through the faculty 's so-called decentralized selection. Applicants with an international background have an advantage in this procedure. Thus the faculty enhances the international character of the programme.


Criteria for Decentralised Selection

The Committee for Decentralised Selection assesses the motivation letters and the international background of each applicant. The applicant can obtain points for every criterion. The total score will determine his/her place on the ranking list.
1 Motivation for the IB programme at UM   (maximum of 40 percent of the total score)
2 Degree of international education   (maximum of 20 percent of the total score)

Criteria:
- The country in which the applicant underwent his/her entire secondary education;
- The period the applicant studied abroad during his/her secondary education;
- The applicant underwent his/ her entire secondary education at a bilingual school;
- The applicant underwent his/her entire secondary education at an international school etc.

3. Degree of international experience, that is, education or work in a country other than the one in which the applicant obtained his/her
secondary school diploma. (maximum of 20 percent of the total score)

Criteria:
- Duration of the international experience;
- Country in which the international experience was gained (European non-European, English speaking, non-English speaking).

4. Contribution to the international profile of the student population
Examples: the applicant made a trip around the world, participated in UN activities, followed one or more language courses abroad,
or is originally from a country that is currently poorly represented in the student population. (maximum of 20 percent of the total score).

All applicants will be informed about the outcome of the de-centralised selection procedure on 15 June 2006 at the latest. The top applicants will be admitted. That means 225 applicants minus the number of applicants with an average grade of 8 or higher obtained in a Dutch secondary school. Applicants who are ranked above the maximum number of available places will automatically participate in the lottery procedure of the Dutch National Application Offi ce (IB-Groep) in July.
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
